Concerning the Feast of Mercy Jesus said:

“The Feast of Mercy emerged from My very depths of tenderness. 1t is My
desire that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter. Man-
kind will not have peace until it turns to the Fount of My Mercy.” (Diary 699)

+Celebrate the feast on Sunday, April 8
+Firmly trust in the Divine Mercy of Jesus

“T want to grant complete pardon to the souls that will go to Confession and
receive Holy Communion on the Feast of My Mercy.” (Diary 1109)

+Come to Jesus with a humble and contrite heart, repent
of all your sins

+Go to confession on that day if possible, otherwise
seven days before or after the feast, as approved by the
Church

+Receive Holy Communion on the Day of the Feast

“I want the image solemnly blessed on the first Sunday after Easter, and I want it to be venerated publicly so that every soul may
know about it.” (Diary 341)

+Venerate the Image of Divine Mercy

“Yes, the first Sunday after Easter is the Feast of Mercy, but there must also be deeds of mercy, which are to arise out of love for Me.
You are to show mercy to our neighbors ahways and everywhere. Y on must not shrink from this or try to absolve yourself from it.”

(Diary 742)

+Be merciful as God is merciful. Practice works of Mercy, physically by helping others or
spiritually by prayers of intercession
