PACO’S CORNER 
I am sure that many of you keep up with Catholic news on the web or other 
kinds of media. Many of you are aware of the controversial Commence-
ment Address at Benedictine Catholic university given by Harrison Butker, 
the American kicker for the Kansas City Chiefs National Football team. His 
speech stirred up reactions for and against his message where thousands 
upon thousands of persons have weighed in on what he said. Some opine 
that his speech was a mixture of good comments and problematic ones, 
and we all should be discerning too.   
His critics have been severe in their comments against what he said and 
have been outrightly aggressive and hostile in their responses, even desir-
ing to do him harm along with his family. His critics hostile response is an 
example of unbridled speech that is not tethered to truth, justice, and chari-
ty.  
Whether we Catholics are fully happy with our Catholic brother’s speech or 
not, we should respect his courage and his willingness to be a witness for 
the faith. We too may be called to witness to the truth perhaps even over 
social media. We too must speak out and offer our thoughts in a spirit of 
charity, honesty, and balance. In doing so we are called to faithfulness and 
courage in speaking the truth about our faith in Jesus and in his teachings.  
It is going to be more and more important that Catholics weigh in on topics 
touching upon truth and justice. Our courageous speech, however, must 
be tied to virtuous character of wisdom and prudence so that we neither 
unnecessarily offend others nor distort the truth. We must speak the truth 
in love, having our speech full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you 
(we) may know how to answer everyone. Let’s not hold back in speech 
because the Lord is counting on us as his witnesses.  
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
